


How to Convert Scanned Image into OCAD map

0) Scan image at 300 dpi


1) Open image in Serif Photo Plus, or Acquire it from scanner


2) Save As ( filename for colour to be treated Brown, Black or Blue)


 2b) Draw Register Crosses 


3) Select areas of colour using Magic Wand


      Ensure Tool Properties are set to ADD, continue selecting untill satisifed.


4) Set foreground colour to black


5) Click inside selection with fill tool


6) Invert selection


7) set foreground colour to whit


8) Click inside selection with fill tool


9) Save file


10) Export file to bmp


11) Exit





12) Start Scan2Cad


13) Load Raster file from (10)


14) Set type to MyContour2


15) Press Home key


16) Click VEC


17) Check Vector Export Options


        Bezier->Polylines


        Vectors->Type Layes


17b) Set Vector Scale Factors measurement units=Millimetres


18) Save As Vector


        with suitable name and type set to plain DXF


        say Yes to scale vectors


19) Exit Scan2Cad





20) Start OCAD


21) Import vectors into new or existing file


        choose mm/unit


21) Select a suitable symbol to convert to, then click on one of the grey layer objects, then click on


       convert all objects
